2011 GUIDELINES

Welcome to Pembroke Pines Optimist Football Program

Our association belongs to the American Youth Football League (AYFL).
Dear Parents,

WELCOME TO THE PEMBROKE PINES OPTIMIST 2011 FOOTBALL SEASON. Registration dates are Saturdays from 10am – 1pm, and Thursdays from 6pm - 7:30 pm. 

INFORMATION, RULES & REGULATIONS

Any child wanting to register must have parental/guardian consent with registration form & money at time of registration (no reg. without full payment). Tackle Football Registration will be $210 for Pembroke Pines residents and $275 for non-residents, that includes a mandatory $15 city fee. Your child can keep their game jersey this year, as well as a PPO football shorts and shimmel set, that will be given at the first practice in July. Flag Football Registration will be $150 for Pembroke Pines residents, and $215 for non-residents. (Effective Oct 1, 2008 The City of Pembroke Pines Parks & Recreation requires a non-resident fee of $65.00 per child, and a $15 fee for each child participating in a sport utilizing the cities facilities).
1. All football players are required to submit a COPY of their birth certificate, or another form of acceptable birth date information: Bureau of Vital Statistics, Board of Health Certificate or passport. (Baptismal certificates for children outside the U.S. if no other document is available)

2. All football players are required to have a physical (Within six months of practice).  We have Doctors that have volunteered for a Saturday in late July.  You may take advantage of this $20 offer or you may go to your own physician. (Times to be announced).

3. There will practices in May this year. Your coach will call you to schedule practice.

4. The first practice for all tackle teams will be on Tuesday July 5th. Football players will practice in full gear on Monday July 11th.

5. The Jamboree game will be Home on Saturday August 6th.
6. The first game will be at Home against West Pines on Saturday August 13th.

7. The Flag draft will be held on July 23rd, with first practice beginning July 25th.

8. The first flag game will be on Thursday August 18th.
9. Ineligible players are: over age, over weight, children not officially registered with the American Youth Football League (AYFL) and Pembroke Pines Optimist (PPO), players that are on any other roster in Broward County, and players that have been disciplined by the League.  Penalties for playing an ineligible player are forfeiture of games, suspension of player and coach, fines and suspension from the AYFL and PPO. No child may participate for more than one organization (league, school, club or an All-star team).

10. Tackle rosters will consist of 38 players-maximum.  Flag rosters will consist of 15 players (max.).
11. Football equipment and uniforms are furnished by PPO and remains the property of the club.  All the equipment and uniforms must be returned upon request in good condition or replacement cost will be assessed.  Football cleats are not included in the cost of registration.

12. Flag games will be played evenings during the week. (10 reg. games, 1 Playoff, Superbowl).  All tackle games will be played on Saturdays. (1 Jamboree,11 reg. games, 2 playoffs, Super bowl, and Tournaments).

13. Flag, Pee Wee, 90lb, 100lb, and 110lb teams will play 8 minute quarters.  120lb, 135lb, & Unlimited teams will play 10 minute quarters.

14. Players must make division weight to be eligible to play.  Week 4 (4th game), a one time 5 lbs. will be added to each division.  No additional weight will be given in the play-offs.  If a player does not make weight, he is ineligible and must remove his pads and turn his jersey inside out during the entire game.

15. There may be cuts this year for Football, depending on the number of registrants so it would be in your best interest to try your best!

THERE WILL BE NO REFUNDS AFTER MASS REGISTRATION – AUGUST 4th REFUND POLICY No refunds will be given without a PPO refund request sheet an original receipt, or a copy of the cancelled check. If a player is cut, you will be given a refund. No refunds will be issued after August 4th. All refunds will be paid by a PPO Check, or a credit back to your credit card. (NO CASH REFUNDS). A refund will be granted less a $20 administrative fee, and $15 for the football short & shirt set. 
PARENTS:
 ALL OF YOUR COACHES, TEAM MOMS, AND ADMINISTRATORS ARE VOLUNTEERS.  WE HAVE A LIFE OUTSIDE OF THIS PARK ALSO.  PLEASE BE HELPFUL, CONSIDERATE, AND PATIENT.  PLEASE HELP US ENFORCE THE RULES. SETTING A GOOD EXAMPLE, AND HAVING YOUR CHILD BE RESPONSIBLE, HELPS US RUN THE PROGRAM MORE EFFICIENTLY.  WE STRONGLY ENCOURAGE YOU TO ATTEND YOUR CHILDS PRACTICES AND GAMES FOR SUPPORT AND ENCOURAGEMENT.  IF THERE ARE ANY QUESTIONS OR PROBLEMS, THEY WILL BE DISCUSSED AFTER PRACTICE OR ON THE PHONE.  LET'S HAVE NO DISRUPTIONS ON THE FIELD OR IN FRONT OF THE KIDS. PLEASE REFRAN FROM DRINKING ALCOHOL, SMOKING, VERBAL ABUSE, AND CONDUCT UNBECOMING AT ALL TIMES.
FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE:  PPO Football will provide financial assistance in order that every child will be able to experience the benefits our organization provides.  Speak to an Executive Board member.  Families receiving financial assistance are expected to provide necessary document if required.. No equipment or uniforms will be issued without a Financial Agreement, if you have an outstanding balance.

PRACTICE:  

May 2nd is the start of our spring workout. July 5th is the start of our tackle season. Practice will run no later that 8p.m. for children ages 5-10, and no longer than 8:30 for children 11-15. During special events, practice times will increase by commissioner approval. There will be no Sunday practices.  Do not assume practice is canceled if you do not hear from anyone.  Practices may still be held even if it is raining.

GAMES:  

A schedule is attached to our web site www.ppobengals.org. There will be a game every weekend starting August 6th .  Season runs until the end of October unless teams are in play-offs or championships.  

ATTENDANCE:  

Football is a team sport!  Absences are difficult for coaches to plan for their team.  Be at the field on time!  Special commitments must be brought to the attention of a coach.  Unexcused absences may result in removal from the team.  Parents, not friends, are required to call a coach for unavoidable absences.  

EQUIPMENT:  

Players must wear all the PPO assigned equipment for practice and games.  Uniforms will only be worn for games and other official PPO events.  Proper footwear is required for safety.  Equipment issued are loaned and must be kept in good condition.  Parents will pay for ruined equipment. All equipment (excluding game jersey) for all players will be returned at the end of the season.  For safety reasons jewelry for players is not allowed. Shields will be allowed, if they have the safety clips, and if they are clear.
CONDUCT:  

No offensive language or fighting will be tolerated.  Disagreements with other players will be brought to the attention of the head coach.  Good sportsmanship and being a team player is expected.  Poor conduct, lack of respect towards coaches, trainers, team members and other PPO members and poor sportsmanship will result in removal from a team.

TRANSPORTATION:  

Players are responsible for arranging their own transportation to and from games and practices.  Inform a coach of any transportation problems.  Parents are encouraged to car pool.  Coaches are not responsible for transportation unless prearranged well in advance.  PARENTS MUST PICK UP THEIR CHILDREN PROMPTLY AT THE END OF PRACTICES OR GAMES!

FUNDRAISERS / SPONSORSHIPS:  

PPO Football is a non-profit organization and relies heavily on fundraisers, and sponsorships to provide safe and adequate equipment and to run this association to benefit your child.  All players must participate in all fundraisers.  If player does not participate in fundraisers, parents may be asked to donate an equivalent sum to replace the funds lost due to non-participation in mandatory fundraisers. If you are interested in a sponsorship, please see your head coach for details.

VOLUNTEERS:

Parents are expected to support their children and their team.  A small amount of time helping in the concession stand, assisting with equipment and many other ways you can support our organization and your child.  Even an hour helps!  For those families receiving financial assistance we do require a parent or guardian give some volunteer time.

PARENTS WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR PAYMENT OF ANY PIECE THAT IS RUINED, LOST, PERMANENTLY STAINED OR ALTERED.  We do realize accidents do happen, but uniforms must be maintained in good condition.  Parent/Guardian(s) agree to return all gear issued to a player within 5 days of the player’s last date of participation. Failure to return the player’s gear will result in a $250.00 charge.   By signing the agreement form, parent/guardian(s) further agrees to pay all legal costs and fees incurred by the League in attempting to retrieve the player’s gear.

FOOTBALL UNIFORM REQUIREMENTS:

Your child will be issued a helmet, mouthpiece, shoulder pads, various pads, girdle, socks, jerseys and game & practice pants.  You will be required to purchase cleats, and a hard cup chinstrap.  Metal spikes are not allowed. 

PARENT CONCERNS/QUESTIONS:  

Concerns should be discussed first with the head coach of your child’s team.  If your concerns are still not answered, then speak with a member of PPO Board.  We want to know your opinions & concerns in order to provide a better program and environment for your child.

IMPORTANT NOTICE:

the PPO Bengals play in a competitive league.  There are no minimum playing time rules.  Even after being chosen for a team, my child is not guaranteed playing time.  Playing time and position is determined by the coaching staff, whose decision is final.  If I have concern about the level of my child’s participation, SPEAK directly to his or her coach privately and in a constructive manner.

WEB SITE:  Our web site will contain information about schedules, games, events, notices, etc.  Make sure you check frequently for updates.  Pictures of teams, names or action photos will be posted on the web site. If you object to having your child’s name or photo on our web site, notify us as soon as possible.  If you do not notify us we assume you have no objection.
